The Park Hill Family Bike Ride Committee announced the schedule of 2009 Rides, as well as details of the kickoff “Birthday Party Ride” for The Bike Depot, starting and ending at the Perk Hill Cafe.
The 2009 Family Bike Rides are free events, set for the third Saturdays of April through October, except for a Sunday in July sponsored by Kate’s at 35th Avenue Restaurant. Each 5 mile ride will begin at 10 a.m. at the sponsor’s neighborhood businesses, returning at approximately 11:30 a.m. to the sponsor’s address for raffle drawing and other prizes. 
The first free ride was rained out and was rescheduled for May 2 from Perk Hill Cafe, starting and ending at the corner of E. 22nd Avenue and Kearney Street.  The ride will pause at the Bike Depot at 28th and Fairfax for a Birthday Party Celebration. The Annual Rides are once again sponsored by Greater Park Hill Community, Inc. in conjunction with The Bike Depot, both located on the 2800 block of Fairfax Street.

Volunteers from The PH Family Bike Ride Committee, GPHC, and The Bike Depot will plan and lead the Free Rides through quieter streets, including assisting the group with intersection crossings.  Each ride will have a Ride-end celebration including raffle drawings for prizes donated by community sponsors and the chance to win a free bicycle, donated by The Bike Depot.
